OLD BUSINESS 

UPDATE: STATION 3 CONSTRUCTION 

Chief Wallace reported that there may be a delay in the delivery of some electrical materials 

needed to complete station 3. The contractors will put in temporary electrical materials to keep 

work on track so construction can be completed sometime in July.   

NEW BUSINESS 

GENERATOR FOR NEW BUILDING 

Chief Wallace informed the board that the district will begin looking into the cost of installing 

a generator for station 3. The cost of the generator was removed from the bid to cut cost, the 

district can install it much cheaper than the contractor can.  

STATION 4 WATER WELL 

Chief Wallace informed the board that station 4 has no water supply at this time. In the past, 

the district shared a well with the land owner next to the station. Chief stated that the district 

needed to drill a well to supply the station with water. Chief estimated the cost of drilling the 

well to be around $5,000.00. Chief stated that the district will get several quotes before any 

work is done.  

MOTION was made by SAMMY HALPHEN and seconded by STEPHANIE COLLIER 

to approve obtaining quotes and installing a water well at station 4. Chairman Barnette 

called for public comment; there being none, vote was taken and the motion carried
